Diear Friends

Ower the years [ have become tncreasingly aware of the call of God oo our lives and I have
come to realise His plans for us are only ever fully recogpmised by us when we submit to His
will: It s for this reasen that I believe many people are unfulfilled m thetr work; e g the office
warker who would be happier outdoors. As far as minisiry is concemed however, the call has
1 be recogised by the individual concerned and by the peopls whom he'she is to serve. As
the Puritan Thomas Manton wrote; “The inward call is not enough; to preserve arder in the
church, an ourward call is necessary. As Peter, (see Acts chapter 100, was called of God to g0
to Comelins; and then, besides that, he had a call from Cornelins kimself

Earlier this wear I was approached by the nomivating comnuttee of Bo'ness Old Eirk. As
Horor and [ enzaged in mach prayerful consideration we gained a erowing awarensss of
God’s call to the point where I accepted an invitation to preach as sole nomines. On Sunday

It almost goes without saying that the Church is facing difficalt days; with heresy within,
whers the plain teaching of Scrpture is denied, and persecution in society where laws are be-
ing passed that limit our Chrstian freedoms. For the Church to flourish o this ape if is impera-
tive that we find our unify i the Gospel and that we endeavour to imitate our Lord whe was
“full of grace and tmath’ (T 1:14). Our wisdom comes from knowing and trusting God who,
through His Word and by His Spirit, will give us understanding and a vision for the life of
service He calls each one of us to Live. To that end I would ask you to mast, encourage and
pray for your Exok Session as they lead the Church through the period of vacancy.

To conclade on a persomal note: Honor and I have been aware that many of you have been
praying for ws during our tme here and we would like to thank you all for your infeTcession on
our behalf Many kind words have also been expressed to us in recent days and this is very
humling. For nryself T have falt thar I have been Lifted up, strengthensd and encouraged by
God in all of this. My prayer for you is that you will continue to glorify God. tell of salvation
in Christ and share the fellowship of the Holy Spint.

A Letter From Your Session Clerk

nerable in the face of any peried of uncertainty. If we were entirely dependent on
human effort to take us throngh all of the necessary stages towards an ideal new min-
isry, we would indeed have strong reason for anxiery or even despondency.

We must, however, be reassured that we, as a fallowship of believers, rely on more
than this for our famre welfare.

Althongh the distribution of this magazine is unlikely 1o have
been completad by that date, it will have been minnated oo the two preceding Sun-
days that our congregation is welcome and encouraged to atend that meeting in its
interest, on important decisions affecting it

decizions are likely to develop, even over the next few weeks, due to the vartons nm-
ponderables of the stmation. We shall, however, endeavour 1o keep the congregation
up to date with developments ar each smage, to the best of our abiliny.

Tomr Eirk Seszsion will also strive especially hard during the imminsn: vacancy, to
fulfil our dury ro preserve the peace and ity of Aboyne-Dinnet Church, wndar the
anthority of God’s Holy Word and with your belp in prayer and dead.

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What it means to be an Evangelical

Evangelicals often appeal to the derivation of their name from the Greek Mew Testa-
ment word for the ‘zospel” or ‘zood mews” of Jesus Christ. On their own account,
they are “gospel people’, commined to simple Mew Testament Christanity and the
central tenets of apostolic faith, rather than to later ecclesiastical accretions. As such,
they seek to mainrain and present the authentc teachmg ‘once for all enmusted o the
zaimnts’ (Jude 3). As the leading Anglican Evangelical John Stom points ount, this
means that Evangelicalism is neither ‘a recent innmowareon’ wor ‘a deviation from
Chrisnan orthodoxy’. (from "Whar is an Evangelical?” by Rev Dr David Hilborn,
Former Head af Theology, Evangeiical Alliance UE)

Fev Dr Martn Lloyd-JTones identified the essental doctrines for evangelicals as:

] Scripmare: the Bible 1s our supreme and sole awthoricy.

] We are spirimally dead and totally incapable, on our own, of any spirimal
zood.

] The atonement, with 2 special emphasis on its substitutionary, penal namre.

] Tustification by faith alone.

] The commumion of saints.

] The muportance of the puriry of doctrine .

] The sacraments.

] Church discipline.

If ‘evangelical” describes 2 theology, that theolozy s biblical thealogy. It is the con-
tention of evangelicals that they are plain Bible Christians, and that in order o be a
biblical Christian it is necessary to be an evangelical Christian. Put that way, it may
spund arrogant and exclusive, bur this is a sincerely held belief Certamly it is the
eamest desire of evangelicals to be neither more nor less than biblical Chrisdans.
Their intention is not to be parnsan. Thart is, they do not cling to certain teners for the
zake of maintamimg ther identity as a ‘party’. On the confrary, they have al-
ways expressed their readiness to modify, even abandon, awy or all of their cherished
beliefs if they can be shown o be unbiblical Evangelicals therefore regard as the
only possthle road ro the revmion of churches the road of biblical reformarion. In their
view the only solid bope for churches which desire to mnite is a common willingness
to sit down together wnder the awthority of God's Word, in order to be judged and
reformed by it (from ‘Cheist the Controversialist” pi2 by Rev Dr Johm Stow)

A Question of Faith

Wi hawe received a reply to our lemer to the Special Commission appomted by the
Geperal Aszembly 2008, Below is an excerpt of their lemer:

“._..We will prepare a short consultation paper which will invite Presbhyteries
and Firk Sessions o express their views oo the guestons which we consider
arize from our remit and the divisions m our Clurch which have led to our
appoinonent. We are considernnz nsing the Chuarch’s website to make avail-
able documents to supplement the consultanon paper.

In order to inform the consultation document, and in particular to enable us 1o
express accurately the compedng views within the Chuarch and the views of
other Churches, we are engaged in & pre-consultation exercise of obtaining
ourrent statements of such views. The aim is to enable us o snmmarise those
views accurately in the consultation paper.

We hope to send out the consultation paper by the end of February 2010 and 1o
bkave a consultation period vmrl the end of May 2010, durmg which we will
expect every Presbytery and Kirk Session to hold a special meeting in order to
prapare a response. We will spend the lamer part of the vear in analvsing the
responses and preparing our report for the General Assembly of 2011.7

Wi will keep vou informed oo any farther developments.
